A positive interest was generated for the Annual Beneft Tournament.  The Board Members & Pro-Duffers in attendance were:   Directors Truman Thomas, Russ Cuffee & Vernon Bland, Pro-Duffers Rick Heiskell, Keith Cooper & Jerome Caulk.  The Foundation suffered a $25 loss from the event’s investment.  It was also noted, the Stephanie Ward Gallery will be closing it’s doors at the end of the month of April.
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DISD Jr. Golf Program Meeting –
1. Chairman Cuffee met with Mr. Roddy, DISD Assistant Athletic Director (Golf) to offer  it’s assistance for The Foundation to adopt a High School Golf Program.  Most Golf Coaches are football and basketball coaches and don’t have the skills to teach and coach golf.  Mr. Roddy  suggested The Foundation assist Madison High School and its feeder schools in the development of a golf program for them.  Additionally, The Foundation will help develop along with the assistance of Melana Dotch, PGA Apprentice Teaching Pro and the PGA TOUR Superstore a golf clinic for all DISD High school Golf Coaches during the summer.
2. Director’s L. Brown, N. Halliday and Chaiman R. Cuffee will work to formulate and design a program of instruction along with the assistance of the PGA TOUR Superstore.
New Member Nomination – Rick Heiskell, D.D.S.
1. Chairman Cuffee announced the resignation of Richard Washington from the Board of Directors because of his family’s move to Atlanta, GA.  His leadership will be missed greatly.
